2.3. Bid Package

Each submitted Bid shall include Section C and Section D, which hereinafter will be referred to as the “Bid Package”. 

All pages in Section D must be initialed in the space provided and returned.  

3. ADJUSTMENTS TO BID

Adjustments to the Bid may be made prior to the Closing Time and must be submitted on Bid Schedule D-7. Any price adjustment submitted by the Bidder must show only the amount of adjustment and must clearly indicate whether it is an increase or decrease.  The price adjustment shall make no reference to the original Bid amount.  If the original price has a breakdown, the adjustment to each item shall be shown on Bid Schedule D-7. The Bidder may, at its own risk, send such Schedule by email, with the original to be delivered prior to the Closing Time. 
4. WITHDRAWAL OF BID

A Bid may be withdrawn prior to the Closing Time if written notice of withdrawal is received by the Commercial Contact prior to the Closing Time.
5. BIDDER’S RESPONSIBILITY

5.1. Examinations by Bidder

Bidders are required to thoroughly examine the Bid Documents and the work site, and are required to thoroughly inform themselves of all aspects of the proposed work.  No plea of ignorance of conditions that exist or that may hereafter exist, or of conditions or difficulties that may be encountered in the execution of the work under the Contract (as defined herein), as a result of failure to make the necessary and reasonable examinations and investigations, will be accepted as grounds for any failure or omission on the part of the Bidder to fulfil in every detail all requirements of the Bid Documents, nor will such reasons be accepted as a basis for any claims whatsoever for extra compensation, or for an extension of time in the performance and completion of the proposed work.  NTPC makes no representations or warranties, either express or implied, in fact or in law, with respect to the accuracy or completeness of the information provided in this Invitation to Bid.  Without limiting the generality of the foregoing, NTPC shall not be liable for any claim, action, cost, loss, damage or liability whatsoever arising from or related to any information or advice or any errors or omissions that may be contained in this Invitation to Bid or any data, materials, or documents disclosed or provided to the Bidder pursuant to this Invitation to Bid or otherwise.

5.2.  Clarification

Should any details necessary for a clear and comprehensive understanding be omitted or any errors appear in the Bid Documents, it shall be the responsibility of the Bidder to obtain clarifications before submitting its Bid.

Requests for clarifications shall be made in writing to the Commercial Contact and will be answered by a Question and Answer Series which will be issued to all parties registered as having received a copy of the Bid Documents. The deadline for questions will be 3:00 p.m. Mountain Standard Time, [DATE], 20**.
NTPC will neither be responsible for nor held liable as a result of any instructions or information given to any Bidder either orally or in writing except as provided for in the Bid Documents.

5.3. No Damages

All costs, expenses, losses, damages and liabilities which may be incurred by the Bidders as a result of or arising out of the submission, acceptance or rejection of their Bids, including the cost of preparing and submitting a Bid, shall be borne entirely by the Bidder.  NTPC shall not be liable for any costs and expenses incurred by the Bidder, or to reimburse the Bidder in any manner whatsoever or under any circumstances, including, without limitation, in the event of rejection of all Bids or cancellation of this Invitation to Bid.

Without limiting the generality of the foregoing, NTPC shall not be liable, in contract, tort, restitution or any other legal theory, to a Bidder for any claim, action, costs, losses, damages or liability whatsoever arising from any act or omissions by NTPC, including the rejection of any or all of the Bids, the consideration or evaluation of any or all of the Bids, negotiations in respect to the Bids, the selection of a Bidder, or for any information or advice or any errors or omissions that may be contained in this Invitation to Bid or any data, materials, or documents disclosed or provided to the Bidder pursuant to this Invitation to Bid or otherwise.
5.4. No Collusion

Each Bidder’s Bid shall be prepared without any connection, knowledge, comparison of information, or arrangement with any other Bidder (or any employee, representative, or agent thereof) and each Bidder shall be responsible to ensure that its participation in this Invitation to Bid process is conducted fairly and without collusion or fraud.

5.5. Assignment

The Bidder may not assign the right to issue a Bid in response to this Invitation to Bid to any third party, including any of the Bidder’s affiliates, without NTPC’s prior written consent.

6. ADDENDA TO THE BID DOCUMENTS

Any changes to the Bid Documents will be issued as written Addenda and delivered to all parties registered as having received a copy of the Bid Documents. All Addenda shall become part of the Bid Documents.

Immediately upon receiving any Addenda, the Bidder shall acknowledge receipt thereof in writing by fax or email to the Commercial Contact, and the Bidder shall acknowledge each such Addendum in the Bid Form and shall thereby assert that the Bid has been prepared in accordance therewith.

7. ACCEPTANCE OF BIDS

7.1. NTPC’s Rights Reserved

Notwithstanding anything else contained in the Bid Documents, NTPC reserves the right, in its sole and unfettered discretion, to reject or accept any Bid, including the right to reject all Bids and the lowest bid will not necessarily be accepted.  Without limiting the generality of the foregoing, any Bid which:

1. is incomplete, obscure, irregular or unrealistic;

2. is non-compliant in a trivial/immaterial or substantial/material manner, or conditional;

3. has erasures or corrections;

4. omits a price on any one or more items in the Bid;

5. fails to complete the information required in the Bid; or

6. is accompanied by insufficient Bid Security (as defined herein),

may at NTPC’s sole and unfettered discretion by rejected or accepted.  Further, a Bid may be rejected or accepted on the basis of NTPC’s unfettered assessment of its best interest, which includes NTPC’s unfettered assessment as to a Bidder’s past work performance for NTPC or for anyone else or as to a Bidder’s financial capabilities, completion schedule, or ability to perform the work.  In no event will NTPC be required to offer any modified terms to any other Bidder prior to NTPC entering into the contract in the form attached hereto as Section E (the “Contract”) with the successful Bidder and notwithstanding the above, NTPC shall incur no liability to any other Bidders as a result of such negotiation or modification.

NTPC reserves the right to invite additional parties to respond to this Invitation to Bid, or issue a separate or supplementary Invitation to Bid, for this or any related matter, in its discretion and at any time.

7.2. Bid Acceptance Period

The period for acceptance of a Bid (the “Bid Acceptance Period”) shall be sixty days following the Closing Time, and notwithstanding that another Bid has been accepted, each Bid submitted shall remain irrevocable and open to acceptance by NTPC at any time within the Bid Acceptance Period.

7.3. Notification of Award

NTPC shall provide written notice to the successful Bidder (the “Notice of Award”) confirming the award of a contract in respect to proposed work. The Notice of Award shall be delivered via email, to the successful Bidder’s contact person set forth in the Bid Form.

7.4. Execution of Contract


The Bidder shall execute and the Contract to NTPC within fourteen days of receipt of the Notice of Award. The Bidder shall be deemed to have received the Notice of Award on the second business day following the date of its email by NTPC. 

8. QUALIFICATIONS OF BIDDER

The Bid will not be considered unless, at NTPC’s request, the Bidder is able to satisfy NTPC that it can meet the completion dates shown in the Schedule of Timings for Performance and Completion, Bid Schedule D-1, in a safe manner and in compliance with all applicable laws and regulations governing the proposed work.

Each Bidder shall furnish satisfactory evidence to NTPC that it has the necessary ability, experience, capital and plant to safely perform the various classes of work involved and to complete the Work within the period stipulated.  Each Bidder, in order to be qualified as an acceptable contractor, must have previously and successfully completed an undertaking of comparable nature and scope and must provide satisfactory evidence to this effect by completing the Schedule of Similar Work required by Bid Schedule D-2.
Notwithstanding the submission by a Bidder of completed Bid Schedules D-1 and D-2, NTPC reserves the right to disqualify such Bidder if NTPC is not satisfied in its absolute discretion with the Bidder’s qualifications.

9. PRICING REQUIREMENTS

9.1. Firm Pricing

Bidders are to contain firm pricing (the “Bid Price”) using either a proposed number of units multiplied by a firm unit price or a firm total price, where firm unit or total price shall include all costs of carrying out and completing the work specified.

9.2. Northern Preference

The total Bid Price is to be broken down by Northern and non-Northern content.   The Bidder shall confirm its Northern Contractor status and that of any proposed subcontractors on Bid Schedule D-3 or D-4.
9.3. Goods and Services Taxes

The Bid is to be quoted excluding Goods and Services Taxes; however, this tax shall apply to the Bid and executed Contract.  

9.4. Explaining Estimated and Measured Quantities for Determination of Payment

The estimated quantities, if any, shown by NTPC in the Bid Documents are approximate only and are for the purpose of comparing bids.  Payment for work under the Contract will be made on the basis of quantities measured on site and at the unit prices submitted, which payment shall be compensation in full for all work to be done pursuant to the Contract.  No claim shall be made by the Bidder on account of any loss of anticipated profits resulting from any excess or deficiency in said estimated quantities.

9.5. Unit Prices All Inclusive (for Unit Price Contract Only)

All unit prices of items not specifically listed in the Schedule of Quantities shall be assumed to be included in the unit prices of items listed in the Schedule of Quantities.  Such items as applicable taxes on materials and equipment, transportation costs, access roads, permit and patency’s, overhead and profit and all miscellaneous expenses are to be included pro rata in the unit prices.
10. OPTIONS AND SUBSTITUTIONS SPECIFIED BY NTPC

Bids shall be based on the materials, methods, firms and equipment named in the Bid Documents and this shall constitute the base bid. Where more than one material or manufacturer is specified, any one of those specified may be selected and included in the base bid.

NTPC may wish to consider options or substitutions to the base bid. When NTPC lists items in Bid Schedule D-5, Bidders should indicate the effect on the stipulated price that the item makes to the base bid. The lowest acceptable Bid may be determined by adding or deducting any or all of these items to the base bid. Failure to complete Bid Schedule D-6 when requested may result in the Bid being disqualified at the sole discretion of NTPC. 
11. OPTIONS PROPOSED BY THE BIDDER

Bidders may propose their own options in Bid Schedule D-6. To be considered the following requirements shall be met. 

a. Total Bid amount quoted on the Bid Form must be based on products specified in the base bid and not the options presented in Bid Schedule D-6. 

b. Options proposed shall be listed and any difference in price shown in the appropriate place on Bid Schedule D-6. 

c. Options proposed must allow for all changes and adjustments in other work as may be necessary to form a complete and finished job. No additional claims will be considered at a later date.

d. Submissions must contain sufficient information to enable NTPC to determine the acceptability of such proposed options. Include such information as reason for submission, manufacturing details, performance data, dimension and clearances, effects on other work and other pertinent facts. 

e. NTPC reserves the right to accept or reject any option proposed by the Bidder.

12. SECURITY 

If identified and required in Section H, the Bid Security which shall accompany the Bid is the measure of liquidated damages which NTPC will sustain by the failure of the successful Bidder to execute and deliver the Contract, as set out in the Bid Documents.  The Bidder understands and agrees that if its Bid is accepted, it will be required to execute the Contract within fourteen days of receipt of the Notice of Award, and that if it defaults in executing the Contract or in furnishing the Security within the same period of fourteen days, then the Bid Security shall be forfeited to NTPC.  If the Bid is not accepted within sixty days of the Closing Time, or if the successful Bidder executes and delivers the said Contract and Security as set out above, the Bid Security shall be returned to it.
13. SAFETY

The Bidder shall be solely responsible for safety at the place of the work, in accordance with best industry standards and in full compliance with the rules, regulations, and practices required by the applicable workplace health and safety legislation. The Bidder shall also be solely responsible for initiating, maintaining, and supervising all safety precautions and programs in connection with the performance of the work.
14.  COMPLYWORKS

The successful Contractor shall register with Complyworks (www.complyworks.com) prior to performing any services under awarded contract. Complyworks will require you to complete the online questionnaire and upload requested documents; these documents will include proof of insurance and proof of registration with the Northwest Territories Workers’ Safety Compensation Commission.
15. ICIP PROGRAM

The services required hereunder may be sponsored program funded in whole or in part by the Government of Canada and/or the Government of the Northwest Territories (an “ICIP Program”), then the following provisions shall apply:

a. At any time during the performance of the Services, the Contractor shall comply with and perform any obligations or requirements under the ICIP Program and which are provided by NTPC to the Contractor.

b. It is mandatory that the Contractor having expressed its interest in any ICIP Program related projects and consequently providing the Services under awarded Contracts for such Projects, have identified itself to NTPC prior to entering into Contract, if they qualify as Small or Medium Enterprise (enterprises employing fewer than 500 employees).

c. The Contractor shall provide monthly written reports on the hours of labour employed by the Contractors with individuals identifying in the following and if an individual identifies in more than one group that shall be noted in the report:

ii. Women;

iii. Youth;

iv. Persons with Disability;

v. New Canadians;

vi. Veteran; and/or
vii. Apprentices.

It is the intent of this section to provide clarification to the terms of the Northern Bid portion of this Bid.  Northern Preference is listed below as stated in NTPC Policy F2:

Northern Preference:

a) To support NTPC’s customers, northern suppliers will receive a 10% preference on the purchase price of goods, materials and “northern content” of tender bids.

b) To encourage the use of the northern workforce and northern suppliers, non-northern contractors are eligible to receive a 10% preference for the “northern content” of tender bids.

c) In the application of a) and b), bids will be reduced by the amount of the preference for evaluation purposes.  The maximum dollar adjustment is $250,000.00 (inclusive of GST).

d) Diesel/gas generating sets, fuels and lubricants are exempt from northern preference.

f) In northern communities where there are three or more qualified local contractors for work estimated at less than $100,000, NTPC will invite only the local contractors to bid on the work. If there is only one qualified local contractor in the community, NTPC will invite the local contractor as well as at least one other qualified contractor.

The Bidder understands and agrees that if its Bid is accepted, it will be required to execute the Contract within fourteen days of receipt of the Notice of Award, and that if it defaults in executing the Contract or in furnishing the Security within the same period of fourteen days, then the Bid Security shall be forfeited to NTPC.  If the Bid is not accepted within sixty days of the Closing Time, or if the successful Bidder executes and delivers the said Contract and Security as set out above, the Bid Security shall be returned to it.

1.1. Bid Bond 

Each Bidder shall submit a bid bond issued in favour of NTPC in the amount of 10% of the Bid Price (the “Bid Security”).
1.2. Form of Bid Bond 

A Bid Bond shall be in the form CCDC 220, as amended from time to time, of the Standard Construction Document of the Canadian Construction Documents Committee, shall remain in force for a period of 60 days or more after the Closing Time and shall be issued by a surety which is licensed to transact the business of a surety in the Northwest Territories.
1.3. Performance Bond

At the time the Contract is executed, the Bidder shall deliver to NTPC a fully executed performance bond in an amount equal to 50% of the Bid Price (the “Performance Bond”). The Performance Bond will be retained by NTPC during the period as stated in the Contract and the terms set out therein.
1.4. Form of Performance Bond

The Performance Bond shall be in the Standard Construction Document form CCDC 221, as amended from time to time, of the Canadian Construction Documents Committee and issued in favour NTPC by a surety which is approved by NTPC and which is licensed to transact the business of a surety in the Northwest Territories.

1.5. Labour and Material Payment Bond

At the time the Contract is executed, the Bidder shall deliver to NTPC a fully executed labour and material payment bond in an amount equal to 50% of the Bid Price (the “Labour and Material Payment Bond”). The Labour and Material Payment Bond will be retained by NTPC during the period as stated in the Contract and the terms set out therein.
1.6. Form of Labour and Material Payment Bond

The Labour and Material Payment Bond shall be in the Standard Construction Document form CCDC 222, as amended from time to time, of the Canadian Construction Documents Committee and issued in favour of NTPC by a surety which is approved by NTPC is licensed to transact the business of a surety in the Northwest Territories.
1.7. Holdback

The contract terms shall include a 10% holdback on all paid invoices.
1.8. Alternatives to Security

As an alternative to submitting any of the Bid Security, the Performance Bond, and the Labour and Material Payment Bond (the Performance Bond, and the Labour and Material Payment Bond are collectively the “Security”), NTPC will accept a certified cheque payable to NTPC or a wire transfer. Should a certified cheque or wire transfer be used, all interest earned will accrue to the benefit of NTPC. If a wire transfer is to be used, a $15.00 administration charge for each wire shall be added to the overall value.
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
